Technology Innovation Grants (TIG) report

TIG funds will all be used up soon.  SDCCD Online will be looking at funding Philosophy, History and CET courses.

Status of the new building and equipment


The new building has been delivered to the Miramar Campus.  The Building will be called the T-300 building and its location is just northeast of the I-Bldg.  We are currently awaiting construction inspector’s sign-off.  There is some problem with the way that the ramps have been placed.  The furniture for the building will soon be ordered.

Spring Schedule


The latest web version of the spring schedule was distributed.  SDCCD Online at Miramar College will be facilitating 62 courses this semester.  The large increase of course offerings could tax current SDCCD Online resources and services.  Plans are being made now to reduce the amount of student’s need for services.  

The Student Information letter was distributed.  The Committee was asked to screen this letter very carefully as it will be mailed out to approximately 1,200 students.  Any part of the letter can and will be changed if it is found to be confusing or misleading.    Please report any concerns to the SDCCD Online office.

Also, Jessica has been working very hard with Spring Faculty in the development of their “Welcome Page”  on their WebCT accounts.  These welcome pages, when developed correctly, will direct the students  on what is expected of them and will have a great affect on the amount of services that will be necessary in directing students.

 SDCCD Online will pay for 12 of the 61 courses offered.  Judy is meeting with managers to clear up the monetary issues.  She stated that she will authorize payment for the original 12 courses that were approved by the Steering Committee.

Team Leader Reports


Shirley Orsinelli –  It was reported that Shirley’s group is moving over into SDCCD Online at present.


Jim Wales -  Jim Wales reported through Baker that he will have an upcoming meeting regarding online-tutoring and online-advising with Judy Baker, Jessica Fender and Bob Garber.


Karen Owens – Jessica reported that the November CET courses were near full the first day of offering.  January courses are ready for their sign up in December.

Migrating campus-based online courses into SDCCD Online


Elements of good teaching practice using WebCT tools.  SDCCD Online will provide a Best Practice Showcase for all interested faculty when the New Building Lab is available.  Some of the information will be shared at the Open House for SDCCD Online at Miramar.


Use of Standard Template.  Course Templates will be offered as a “teaching style.”  Use of different  delivery mechanisms. We have different delivery methods.  Our template WebCT 3.6 receives support based on that delivery mechanism.  There could be problems if other version were used.


Pat Lim offered semi-expert faculty development training to her peers.  Judy felt that teaming up and helping each other would be a fantastic addition to the other training development opportunities that are currently provided.    

Spring Flex Week is starting to be planned.  Judy has received contact from Diana Fink, Miramar College’s faculty development staff regarding Duty Day.  

Mary will set up brown bag discussions with the admissions staff at all the colleges.

Evaluation Taskforce – survey of online students


Course evaluation surveys were discussed.  Judy asked the committee for a list of their top 10 questions that could be used for feedback only.  This will allow for instructors to better see what triumphs and errors that the course has had over this semester, but also allows the online student to feel that their input has been heard.


Judy and Jessica are working on a self-assessment for faculty that would be self-scored.  Places that this assessment might be offered could be on the web “Interested in Teaching Online?”  “See if you have what it takes.,” “We need Online Faculty.”  Let faculty know that using WebCT as a supplement to their lecture course is a great way to trial WebCT and get used to using it before taking on an entire online course

Lastly, Judy talked about Fall’s SDCCD Online catch phrase “Anytime, Anywhere” the catch phrase for Spring “Live While you Learn.”
