Minutes

The Committee reviewed the minutes from the November 15, 2010, meeting. Attendees voted to approve the minutes. All minutes are posted to http://www.sdccdonline.net/handbook/minutes.htm.

Updates from the Colleges and Continuing Education
Andrea provided feedback on the Copyright Guidelines for SDCCD. The Guidelines were brought to the Academic Senates. Miramar and Continuing Education Academic Senates have approved the Guidelines. City College’s Academic Senate had questions on the Fair Use excerpt restrictions. The SDCCD Copyright Guidelines - Draft for Shared Governance Review can be found at http://isp.sdccd.edu/copyright/ .

Andrea reported that the Committee’s suggested wording for the Student Services’ login email “If you have not logged into your course within 48 hours after session start, you may be dropped from the course” went to Lynn Neault and VPIs for review. Mesa College is in agreement, City College has not reported, and Miramar College is reviewing the wording. 
The SDCCD Online Faculty Mentors have all prepared their final reports for Fall 2010.  They met with Andrea last Friday. Hank said that he continues meeting with faculty to develop and enhance their online and oncampus courses. He has been focusing most of his attention on video projects and has been able to work with students on captioning projects.

Sandra shared that the educational video clips have not been added to the EduStream server; they have delayed posting the 7,000 clips due to captioning challenges. She reported that the City College Academic Senate will be meeting tomorrow and she hopes to provide feedback on the District’s Copyright Guidelines.  Dave reminded the group that violation of copyright laws by users of publications owned by others could be as much as $150,000.

Katie was able to attend some of the Miramar College’s Faculty Showcase. She received good feedback from those in attendance.

Jane shared that Continuing Education is still awaiting auto-registration for CE students. She reminded the group that the Continuing Education Faculty Showcase featuring Emily Kay showcasing her CSS Website and Design class will be held at West City Room 208 on January 6.

Future of Captioning Services

Gail reported that she has no formal statement on what captioning services will be available to District employees. Currently, she is understaffed with her secretary position vacant and Dennis Curry tasked with test proctoring at Mesa College. She will be holding a meeting on Wednesday with the District’s DSPS managers and Applied Technology Specialists that will focus on the District’s intent to provide captioning at each campus. She reminded the group that funding has been drastically cut and captioning services once provided are on hold. Gail said that projects that have been submitted via the DECT Grant should be completed in about six weeks, but District DSPS is not accepting more project submissions at this time. She added that each campus will need to work out a plan to assure their institutions meet accessibility requirements. Andrea volunteered to be a contact for online faculty who are in need of services. Gail has forwarded a letter to the Campus VPIs regarding the requirements and will forward the email to Andrea to send to SC Committee Members.

Revisions to Online Student Feedback Survey

Andrea suggested new and revised questions for the Online Student Feedback Survey. The group discussed the survey and went over the wording of several questions.  Andrea will meet with District Institutional Research for assistance with revising the survey questions. 
Update on Blackboard Learn 9.1

Andrea shared that her team is busy preparing the ten pilot faculty for Spring. She demonstrated  the Blackboard Communication Center at http://www.sdccdonline.net/faculty/blackboard/index.htm, which includes  ‘A message to Spring 2011 Blackboard Learn students’ and ‘The Blackboard Learn 9.1 Implementation Plan and Course Management System Review and Evaluation Process’ which describe the plans and  progress of the CMS migration.  She also reviewed ‘Our Blackboard Learn 9.1 Quickstart Guide,’ ‘A side-by-side comparison of Bb Vista and Learn 9.1,’ ‘How to copy your Master shell into your live course shell.’ Dave shared that the early faculty feedback on Blackboard Learn 9.1 has been very positive. Students in the 10 pilot courses will login to Blackboard Vista as usual and then will be directed to login to Blackboard Learn.
