Processing of TIG Grants.  First we reviewed the new application form Ken provided since he had provided some new language to reassure faculty that work done outside the scope of the project need not be located on the TIG website.  We made some suggestions on clarifying the signatures needed prior to funding and after the project was completed.  Ken will do one more revision and then provide copies of the new form to all team leaders for distribution to faculty.

Team leaders should encourage faculty who are designing the SDCCD ONLINE courses to fill out the forms and submit them as quickly as possible to Judy Baker, Dean of SDCCD ONLINE, once they have their campus signatures.  Other faculty who are designing additional courses as part of the SDCCD ONLINE project (i.e. Miramar ONLINE), can send their signed forms directly to Ken Fawson or to Judy Baker, who can forward them on to the TIG committee.  

Marketing SDCCD ONLINE. We had a good discussion about how we should promote and market SDCCD ONLINE.  We decided that we should not market our fall offerings too much since we are still in the start-up stage and don’t want to be overwhelmed.  However, we will do the following things now and in the next few months:


Ask Lou Murillo to place a link to SDCCD ONLINE on the Web site portal so students looking for online courses can easily find a page that will help them.


Jessica will design a webpage for SDCCD ONLINE that lists all the SDCCD ONLINE courses and also links to the individual campus websites, getting the linker as close as possible to each campus’ other online offerings.


Judy will start to work on a brochure for SDCCD ONLINE for high school and military markets.  She can reach out to Sandi for some help with this.


Jessica will work with faculty to put a welcoming survey into each course so we can find out how students heard about SDCCD ONLINE and other critical information.

Meetings with Angela Brathwaite, of Wall Street Journal, and Armin Assahi, LearningFramework.  These meetings are open to anyone on the Steering Committee who might be interested.  

We updated our member telephone listings.

Jessica discussed a new .5 credit course she will design Intoduction to Online Learning which will be available to all SDCCD ONLINE course takers.  We will also reach out again to Mesa to see if a faculty member there would be interested in co-developing and co-teaching this course.

Jim Wales reported that great progress has been made on defining online services to be included in SDCCD ONLINE.  He and his wonderful committee will be working with Jessica Fender to get the services up and online in the next few weeks.

Roger invited members of the Steering Committee to attend a July 4 evening barbeque and fireworks viewing.  E-mail him if you need more information.

Jessica asked various members to participate in the filming of two online videos which will be located on the SDCCD ONLINE site.  She’ll send out an e-mail with firm dates and times and hopes many of us can participate.
